Change Summary:

	Partial Structured Previous Name fails on WS 6.0 and 7.1 GetPatient Response


Change Detail:

	According to the NHS General Schema, a StructuredName must contain both a GivenName and FamilyName as a minimum. Title and MiddleName are optional. Within SCI Store Web Services, a SOAP exception is raised when outputting a partial structured name, i.e. one that has a GivenName but no FamilyName or vice versa.
This issue has been resolved in this release of SCI Store. Partial Structured Names are now output as UnStructuredName elements in order to adhere to the general schema.


Impact on existing users:

	Systems may not currently expect to receive an UnstructuredName value rather than a StructuredName and so may need to modify their application to cater for this. The volumes of such patients should be low.


Reason for change:

	To resolve the issue described above.
